Drawing Distribution Statement Options.

Are there reasons to restrict release of the drawings acquired for this program?

NO:

Data is unclassified and is not military sensitive, there is no reason to restrict distribution: 

Use Distribution Statement A: Approved for Public release. (enter in CDRL Block 9)

Are there reasons to restrict release of the drawings acquired for this program?

YES:

Determine the nature of the restriction (from the following criteria):

· Data is military sensitive and may be classified or unclassified: It is export controlled technical data. It may involve Test and evaluation Data, Publications used in administrative or operational environments and/or involves software documentation. Data may be restricted in its use due to Limited Rights (contractor proprietary), or is foreign government information and the government (that furnished the information) desires it be restricted, or the data relates to a contractors proposal and evaluations of it, 

Therefore, Release within the U.S. Government is desired.   

Use Distribution Statement B: Distribution authorized to U.S. Government agencies only, cite reason & date of determination.

· Data is military sensitive and may be classified or unclassified: In addition to the sensitivity issues listed for distribution statement B, the data may involve current technology or new technology in a military application, or data that relates to a military deficiency in a potential adversary. 

It may be an administrative or operational use report, or is information that is governed by specific use authority.  

Therefore, it must be restricted to distribution within the U.S. Government and its contractors. 

Use Distribution Statement C: Distribution authorized to U.S. Government agencies only and their contractors, cite reason & date of determination.

· Data is military sensitive and may be classified or unclassified: In addition to the sensitivity issues listed for statements B & C, it contains information on systems hardware under development (or in concept) and premature disclosure must be prevented. It may be software documentation or may be restricted by specific authority. 

Therefore, it must be further restricted to only the DoD and its DoD contractors. 

Use Distribution Statement D: Distribution authorized to the Department of Defense and DoD contractors only, cite reason & date of determination.

· Data is military sensitive and may be classified or unclassified: It contains export controlled data to be of such military significance that it must be restricted within DoD-approved activities. It may involve foreign government information, information requiring protection against premature release, software documentation, critical technology, or is protected by specific authority. 

Therefore, it must be restricted to release with the DoD Component.  

Use Distribution Statement E: Distribution authorized to DoD Components only, cite reason & date of determination.

However in some instances:

· Data is military sensitive and is normally classified. It is subject to the DoD originator’s determination that is subject to special limitations. 

Use Distribution Statement F: Further dissemination only as directed

· Data is unclassified military sensitive and statements B, C, D, E or F do not apply and contains export controlled technical data (determined by DoDD5230.25) that requires restricted dissemination. 

Use Distribution Statement X: Distribution authorized to U.S. Government agencies and private individuals or enterprises eligible to obtain export-controlled technical data in accordance with regulations implementing 10 U.S.C. 140c.
