LIFE-CYCLE SUPPORT

10.0  PURPOSE.  This Section describes the functions and responsibilities for NSTM life-cycle support.  The NSTM provides general information for the safe operation, inspection, maintenance, repair, overhaul and management of shipboard systems, equipment and material.  The technical content of the NSTM is independent of any specific systems and equipment data or information.
