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18.  TECHNICAL MANUAL MAINTENANCE ACTIVITY (TMMA) INTERFACE WITH NAVAL SUPERVISING ACTIVITY (NSA)

18.0  PURPOSE.  This Section defines the interface between the TMMA and the NSA of the Fleet Modernization Program (FMP) with respect to TM, TM certification, and printing management of TM updates accomplished during overhauls or availabilities.

Maintain separate lists of SRD and non-SRD TMs requiring change or revision.

For each TM, coordinate the requirements for TM update responsibility, TMIN assignment, certification, and printing management with the assigned TMMA.

Assist NSAs/industrial activities, as requested, in identifying TMMA for each TM to be updated.

Provide TMIN numbers for TM changes and revisions as requested by TMMAs.

Maintain management control over assigned TMs to be updated under FMP auspices.  Request TMIN change and revision numbers for affected TMs.  Provide authorization to update the TM and, upon request, provide the FRC (non-SRD TMs only) to the NSA.

Establish technical certification schedules and printing management requirements with NSAs (on a case-by-case basis).

Identify and forward source data on outstanding deficiencies for TMs to be updated to cognizant NSAs.

Forward TMIN assignments, mailing labels, and distribution lists to NSAs.  Ensure that one copy of each TM is provided to NSDSA.

Update affected TMs and prepare FRC (non-SRD, TMs only) using FMP funding.  (See Section 9, SRD.)

Advise the PY/TMMA of SRD and non-SRD TMs requiring change but not updated during overhaul/availability. Define the extent of required changes to any NAVSEA TM  (SRD or non-SRD) identified as deficient during overhaul or availability.

Forward update status data and a copy of each Certification Sheet received from NSAs to NSDSA for update to TDMIS.  TMMAs may utilize the TMINs, CDROM, distribution and deficiency module in TDMIS for updating data under their cognizance.

The maintenance of non-SRD TMs between overhauls and availabilities will be performed by the TMMA.
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
