APPENDIX D

TECHNICAL MANUAL ACQUISITION DOCUMENTS

1.0 TECHNICAL MANUAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENT (TMCR).  The TMCR contains the specific requirements describing in detail the TM products and “non-products” to be produced as part of a TM acquisition.  TMCRs constitute a key component of a hardware procurement “document package” and ultimately is included as part of the awarded contract.  The product listed in a TMCR is selected by the ACQ MGR in response to a specific hardware acquisition program or project needs.  TMCRs are produced by the M-SPECS and is operated by the Acquisition manager and maintained by NSDSA.  TMCRs are produced in response to electronically submitted (via the Internet) TMARC forms.  M-SPECS is accessible via the Internet at http://nsdsa.phdnswc.navy. mil/mspecs.  Information concerning M-SPECS operation, the content and selection of TM types, and related TM “non-products”(TM management data items), for inclusion in TMCRs, can be found at this site.  “Practice” TMCRs can be produced and actual TMCRs are viewable.  Due to ongoing updates to the M-SPECS database, practice TMCRs created online is the best source for current content review.

1.1  TMCR Deviations.  TMCR requirements may be waived depending on a program's needs on a case-by-case basis.  Requirement deviation or waiver requests must be processed through the NSDSA and the applicable System Command.  M-SPECS generated TMCRs will be tailored by NSDSA.

1.2  TM Distribution Statement.  The ACQ MGR must select the appropriate distribution statement for the TMs under development and production.  Contact the local Security Office for assistance in selecting the appropriate statement. (Also see Section 16.)

2.0 SOLICITATION AND CONTRACT TM REQUIREMENTS.  NAVSEA/SPAWAR policy requires all new or revised TMs, or permanent changes to existing TMs be acquired by a separate, priced contract line item (CLIN or sub-CLINs), per the procedures established in the DoD, DFAR Supplement, subpart 204.71.  In cases where the PM deems that a separate priced TM CLIN is not feasible, alternative contracting methods may be used if TM procurement costs can be determined. 

2.1  Statement Of Work (SOW).
The SOW describes the management, engineering, and technical efforts to be performed by the preparing activity in the design, development, fabrication, and test of the hardware.  The SOW is also used to describe the management, development, and QA efforts for preparing TM products and data [see Attachment (D-1)].


a.  TMs are to be procured by one or more separate CLINs as identified in Block 20 of a procurement request (PR), and in Section B of a solicitation or contract.  TM deliverable products and TM management data items may be separate CLINs or combined in a single CLIN [see Attachment (D-2)].


b.  Requirements for the development of TMs listed as CLIN items must be included, described, and defined in Section C of solicitations and contracts and referenced to the applicable CDRL exhibit and attached TMCR.  Section C of the solicitation/contract [see Attachment (D-3)], along with attachments and referenced documents, establishes work to be performed and tasks to be accomplished under the contract.


c.  Procurements having TM requirements are to include appropriate FAR/DOD FAR Supplement clauses in solicitation and contract Sections H, I and J [see Attachments (D-4), (D-5) and (D-6)].

2.2  Contract Data Requirements List.
Along with being identified and required by a CLIN, TMs are to be listed as deliverables on a CDRL, DD Form 1423, as an Exhibit Line Item Number (ELIN).  (See DoD 5010.12-M for detailed instructions to be used in preparing CDRLs).


a.  Deliverable TM data [e.g., TM outline, RDC, PTM, and FRC] are to be cited in the TMCR and listed as separate CDRL ELINs when the requirements for such items are included in the TMCR.  Block 4 of each ELIN shall include the TMCR number or reference to Block 16.  Block 16 of each ELIN shall reference the TMCR.


b.  Deliverable TM management data (e.g., status reports, QA program plan, validation plan, TM cost reports, etc.) are to be listed as separate ELINs on the CDRL and shall cite the applicable TMCR for the procurement.

STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)

EXAMPLE PARAGRAPHS FOR PROCURING TECHNICAL MANUAL 

PRODUCTS AND DATA ITEMS

1.0  TECHNICAL MANUAL PRODUCTS.  Examples of TM products are outline/book plan, RDC, PTM, and FRC.

2.0  TECHNICAL MANUAL DATA ITEMS.  The following are examples of TM data items that may be procured with TM products ordered via a TMCR and CDRL.  See MIL-DTL-24784A for a complete listing.

a. Technical Manual Quality Assurance Data

b. Technical Manual Schedule and Status Report

c. Manual, Technical; Validation Plan

d. Manual, Technical; Validation Certification

3.0  SAMPLE STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW) PARAGRAPHS.  The following sample SOW paragraphs are representative of the TM products and associated data items required to support the development of system/equipment TMs procured via a TMCR/CDRL.


a.  Technical manual development.  Based upon engineering/design documentation and LMI SA data, the preparing activity shall perform the necessary planning, engineering, and technical efforts to develop the following products for the Equipment designed and fabricated under Item 0001:

1) Operations and maintenance (O&M) TMs for organization and intermediate maintenance levels in accordance with paragraph 3.1 thru 3.6.1 of TMCR NDMS-XXXXXX-XX and the technical requirements/ approved configuration of the Equipment produced in accordance with MIL-DTL-24784A.

2) TMs shall also be prepared in digital formats.  The final O&M TM shall be prepared in accordance with the digital requirements and documents referenced in TMCR NDMS-XXXXXX-XX.


b.  Technical Manual Quality Assurance (TMQA).  The preparing activity shall establish, implement, and maintain a TMQA program in accordance with paragraph 4.0 of 

TMCR NDMS-XXXXXX-XX [including digital data QA].

1) The QA program planning, validation planning and validation certification shall be conducted in accordance with MIL-DTL-24784A., Appendix J.

2) Validation shall be accomplished in accordance with the approved Validation Plan submitted under this contract.

3) Initial validation is to be conducted by the preparing activity during development testing.

4) The QA program effort shall address preparing activity support:

a) Conferences

b) IPRs

c) Government verification.  Verification support shall be of the type described in paragraph 4.0 of the TMCR, accomplished at the preparing activity's facility per the Government Verification Plan.


     5)  QA reports shall be prepared in accordance with paragraph 1.3 of the TMCR.

NOTE:  The above paragraph is used when procuring QA data items called out in MIL-DTL-24784A, specifically a QA Program Plan, a Validation Plan, and Validation Certification.  Validation Certification is a required QA data item for all TM procurements.


c.  Technical Manual Management.  The preparing activity shall prepare other TM management data in accordance with paragraph 1.2 of TMCR NDMS-XXXXXX-XX.


d.  Data.  TM data to be furnished shall be prepared in accordance with Exhibit B and TMCR NDMS-XXXXXX-XX attached.

4.0
UNIQUE REQUIREMENTS.  Any unique requirement shall be addressed in the TMCR and identified in the SOW.  For example:


a.  Methods for unique addressing site/locations.


b.  Maintenance levels.


c.  Any requirement unique to a specific hardware procurement.


d.  When procuring TMs, the publication plan shall identify requirements for product (outline/book plan, RDC, PTM and FRC) development and approval procedures.

DEFENSE FAR SUPPLEMENT.
All references to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) in this contract shall be deemed also to include the Defense FAR Supplement (DFAR SUPP), unless clearly indicated otherwise.  In the event of an ambiguity between the FAR and the DFAR SUPP, such ambiguities shall be resolved giving preference to the DFAR SUPP.

(H-2 thru H-9 are not printed for brevity)

H-10  SPECIAL TECHNICAL MANUAL REQUIREMENTS.
The preparing activity shall price the accomplishment of the TM requirements line item(s) listed in the Schedule, Section B, SUPPLIES/SERVICES AND PRICES/COST, and described in Section C, DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW), based on the following criteria and definitions. 


a.  Technical Manuals (TM).  TMs shall include all of the related deliverable products prepared during the development of TMs.  The products to be produced and delivered shall be as specified in the contract SOW, the applicable CDRL, and the accompanying TMCR. Specifically, the TM price shall include the engineering/technical labor, overhead, material, other direct/indirect costs, and profits required to:


(1)
Develop TM products to meet the information needs of operating and maintenance personnel (based upon design/engineering and logistic source data)

.
(2)
Prepare TM products for review and delivery (typing, editing, drafting, formatting, digitization, etc.).


(3)
Perform reviews, QA, validation, and verification functions as specified in the acquisition specification, statement of work, or TMCR.


(4)
Deliver products and data items on the date and in the form, format, media, and quantity specified in the CDRL.


b.  Individual Technical Manual Prices.  If required by the CDRL, the preparing activity shall collect and report costs by individual TM  (i.e. an accumulation of all costs associated with development, review, validation/verification, and delivery of the individual TM including the outline, draft, preliminary, and final TM products).


c.  Technical Manual Management Data.  TM management data shall include those deliverable data items required for Government monitoring/ tracking/approval of preparing activity TM efforts.  The specific management data items to be delivered under an acquisition contract will be as cited on the accompanying CDRL.


d.  Technical Manual Line Item Price.  The contractor shall include in the price for the TM contract line item(s) all costs directly associated with development, production, and delivery of both TM products and TM management data items.  The price shall not include or duplicate costs associated with work performed in support of any other contract requirement (e.g., engineering design, integrated logistic support, supply support, etc.).
